Have we
been growing in maturity? The Lord always looks into our heart. (1 Samuel 16:7)

. Is Christ challenging me a radical incremental change rather than just a
simple change?

. Are my barns too big?

“Otherwise, you might say to yourselves, ‘It is my own hand that has obtained
for me this wealth’. Remember then, it is the Lord, your God, who gives you the
power to acquire wealth....” (Deuteronomy 8:17-18)




The Lord wants those who are longing to be rich in this world not to make
mammon their God (1 Timothy 6:17). When we begin to love money more than
Him, we fail to remember that the source of all riches is our Lord. Money is not
our salvation. Yes, we need money. But if money becomes our God, our souls will
be ruined because the love of money is the root of all evils.
